MEG COUPLES’ MINUTE 
What Is Sex? 

 

“I have come into my garden. –Song of Solomon 5:1 
 
God’s gift to us was His Son, but He also gifted us with another one of His  
gifts - the gift of sexuality. What is sex? That might seem like a silly question. 
Is there anything about sex we haven’t already learned from the culture at 
large via billboards, magazines, radio, television, movies, chat rooms, Web 
site- even camera phone.  What if we narrow the focus to sex within a biblical 
framework? Today when we go to Amazon.com and enter “Christian sex,” our 
search yields us more than nine hundred hits. If we broaden our search to 
include other search engines, like Google you will bring up twenty-four million 
possibilities. Yet misinformation abounds.  God created sex and placed pas-
sion deep within our hearts to be expressed in the context of a loving mar-
riage. And he created sex for our pleasure. In Prov. 5:18-19, two God-given 
benefits of the sexual relationship- pleasure and intimacy- are mentioned. 
God designed our bodies to experience pleasure, enjoyment, closeness and 
intimacy as we share our love as husbands and wives. And he was quite de-
scriptive about it: “May your fountain be blessed, and may you rejoice in the 
wife of your youth.” However, for many Christian married couples it’s still diffi-
cult to say the “S” word. Remember it’s with God’s blessing that you are to be 
captivated by each other’s love!
