Point to Ponder:     During the course of this week, you will encounter 
some type of warning.  It may be flashing red signals, a warning on a  
prescription bottle, a circle with a diagonal line dedicating what is not   
allowed, a railroad crossing, or maybe the picture of a skull and cross-
bones.  We are taught to heed warnings from early childhood and  
continue to heed them throughout our lives.  Christians are reminded of 
dangers and must heed warnings also.  While it may be relatively easy to 
practice religious ñrules and regulationsò, it may be difficult for believers to 
avoid inflated egos and self-righteousness.  The power of Christ in our 
lives is more than ñdoing the right religious thingsò.  Our new nature  
determines our new appetite.  Reflect upon how God has transformed 
your ambitions and desires.  Yielding to the indwelling Spirit gives us the 
power we need for living each day.   
  

Prayer:     Father, thank You for reminding us that our lives as Christians 
are filled with dangers and warnings.  As  Your children, we must take 
heed to warnings You have given us in Your Word.  Help up to discern the 
dangers of false doctrine and any teaching that causes us to forget that 
although there are consequences to sin, we continue to live with the 
blessing of Your grace.  Thank You for teaching us that a real relationship 
with You leads to submission and lifelong service.  In the name of Jesus 
we pray.  Amen.
