Todayôs youth are more at risk of developing Type II vs. Type I  
diabetes.  Type I diabetes is typically present at birth caused by the 
bodyôs inadequate production of insulin.  The insulin needs to be re-
placed in order for the child to live.  However, new insulin monitoring 
and insulin delivery systems are making this a less fearful and com-
plex diagnosis to manage daily. 
 
On the other hand, the recent increase in children developing Type II 
diabetes is largely related to the monumental surge in childhood obe-
sity.  This type of diabetes was mostly seen in adults until recently. 
The added weight overwhelms the bodyôs ability to process glucose 
properly.  If the childôs weight continues to increase and diabetes de-
velops, medications may be needed. 
 
There are other risk factors that contribute to the development of  
diabetes in children.  Inactivity or lack of physical movement through-
out the day, family history, gender (more common in girls for unknown 
reasons) and race (African-Americans, Hispanics and Asian-
Americans are higher risk). 
 
Prevention is the key:  healthy foods, lots of exercise that involves the 
entire body and weight management for your childôs age and height.
